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VINTAGE NOTES 

The 2016 vintage started off with 

some respectable weather through 

bloom and set. Our first bit of 100-

degree weather came during the 

sizing phase, which affected the berry 

growth on many of our varietals. In 

September, the ripening was 

lengthened with the hot and cool 

temperature swings. Overall, 

winemakers are optimistic about the 

yields, with no significant factors like 

freezes or prolonged heat spikes 

affecting the crop.
